           1. NETSSAF web-page’s update of the major features

general public, located everywhere in the world, in order to disseminate efficiently information on 
the project and its outcomes to various targeted communities, using various methods, a multi-
disciplinary approach and in an international context.

The NETSSAF’s web page (www.netssaf.net) receives the visitor with a welcome message 
indicating the most basic information regarding the project, including the countries involved (with 
an interactive map), an small description of the objectives and additional information, such as a 
piece of news (NETSSAF was presented during the DWA/BMZ/GTZ ecosan Symposium!), 
definitions, the logo the Sixth Framework Programme and flag of the European commission (see
